TRAIL INFORMATION 

ARROWHEAD TRAIL: Length - 2.4 miles one way; trail is medium difficulty. This trail accommodates 

hik-ers and cross country skiers. This Trail does not loop. 

TOMAHAWK TRAIL: Length - 2.5 miles one way; trail is medium difficulty. This trail splits off to Papara 

Trail. This trail does not loop. NOTE: Tomahawk Trail is closed during archery deer season. Cross coun-

try skiing is available after the archery season is over. 

PAPARA TRAIL: Length - 1.2 miles one way; trail is medium difficulty. NOTE: Papara Trail is closed dur-

ing archery deer season. 

SNOWMOBILE TRAIL: Length - 7 miles. This trail is open from 8am - 4pm daily when conditions permit. 

All snowmobilers must register at the Park Office. All snowmobiles must remain on the trail. The trail is 

one way travel only. This trail is maintained so that it is accessible to hikers in the Spring and Summer. 

NOTE: most of Snowmobile Trail  is closed during archery deer season. 

TOUCH THE EARTH NATURE TRAIL: Length - 1,000 feet. This trail is handicapped accessible. This is a 

hard surfaced, self-interpretive nature trail. Brochures and an audio recording are available at the 

Park Office. 

NOTE: Information about seasonal trail closings can be found at the Park Office. General office 

hours are Monday through Friday from 8am - 4pm. Information can also be obtained by calling,
