Pictured on the cover is an addition to the Willow Creek State Habitat Area located in
Edgar County. This parcel is contiguous to the Northern boundary of the existing 120-
acre Habitat Area. The acquisition of this picturesque 121.65+/- acres will expand
hunting and recreational opportunities in this area of the state where minimal
opportunities currently exist. The property will be managed for pheasant hunting, other
wildlife species and recreational activities.

Pheasants Forever acquired this parcel with grant monies from foundations and monies
raised by the local Pheasants Forever chapter. The appraised market value for the parcel
was $718,000 and Pheasants Forever is rolling the property out to IDNR at a bargain
sale of $322,000.

This purchase from Pheasants Forever, Inc. was made using $300,000 from Open Land
Trust Funds and $22,000 from the State Pheasant Fund.
